Building Social and Emotional Skills at Home 
 

At The Fox Den, students will learn about the world around them.  We will also be teaching 
social-emotional skills and how to express feelings and play together.  Here are some tips  
for helping your child to develop skills at home: 
Puppets: These are great to talk to kids about feelings words such as happy, sad, angry.   
Children will often talk to puppets about their feelings. 
Think out loud:  When your child hears your thinking process, it helps her understand how 
to cope with frustration and solve problems. 
Read Bedtime stories: This is a magical time of the day to talk about feelings.  Characters  
and events in a story may prompt your child to share her thoughts and feelings.   
Do a job together:  Instead of asking your child to do a chore alone, do it with him.  Fold laundry, set the table, rake leaves, or 
paint a wall. 
Play games: Card and board games and outdoor games such as tag or hopscotch offer built-in opportunities for helping 
children learn to take turns, cooperate, handle frustration, and more.   
Prevent potential problems: Before a play date, help your child put away toys he does not wish to share.  Before you go on a 
trip, provide a step-by-step explanation of what you will do. During your trip, remind her of what will happen next.   
 
 
 

 

Is biting typical in infants, 
toddlers, and 2-year olds?   
Yes, but it should be discouraged 
from the first episode.  Many children 
bite instinctively because they have 
not developed self-control.  Biting 
can also occur when a child is 
teething, exploring cause-and-effect, 
or even imitating other children.  How 
do I stop this behavior? 
1. Have age-appropriate expectations 
for your child’s behavior, 
2. Make sure your child’s schedule, 
routines, and transitions are 
predictable, 
3. Offer activities and materials that 
allow your child to relax tension, 
4. Use positive guidance strategies to 
help your child develop self-control, 
5. Provide items to bit, such as 
teething rings or clean, wet, cold 
washcloths stored in the refrigerator.
